You may 

have read, in the Daily News : Giving Te Atiawa customary rights to the foreshore and seabed wouldn't see the iwi 

charging ships to get into the port, or further restricting access, New Plymouth MP Jonathan Young says. The iwi has said 

it intends to seek underlying customary title of the foreshore and seabed in its rohe (area) if new foreshore and seabed 

legislation is passed later this year. He said Te Atiawa spokesman Grant Knuckey was correct in saying that should 

customary title be granted, there would be no more restrictions to access to the foreshore and seabed than might 

presently exist.  Te Atiawa is the first of seven iwi with a coastal boundary in Taranaki to show an interest in seeking 

customary title after Maori struck a deal with the Government last month.
